RDA is delighted to share some very good news on funding we have secured for 5 projects within our region!

The Regional Development Australia (RDA) Townsville and North West Queensland Committee has been advocating for financial

support of a wide range of initiatives and has welcomed the recent announcements of Federal Government funding for projects t hat
have been developed under the Northern Queensland Strategy (NQS). These projects include $8.9 million in funding to Anittel a nd
James Cook University for the Tropical Knowledge and Innovation Centre in Townsville, $5 million in funding to the Townsville City
Council é6s Tony Ilreland Stadium and $3 million i n f un édemedation and MBaBultE n eer gy
Feed project in Ayr. These projects have been strongly supported by the local RDA Committee in the development and advocacy f or
strategic projects under the Northern Queensland Strategy, in partnership with RDA Fitzroy Central West, RDA Mackay Whitsunda Y,

and RDA Far North Queensland and Torres Strait. We appreciated the time that the Hon Catherine King, the Federal Minister for
Regional Australia, Local Government and Territories gave to travelling to Townsville and Ayr last week to make some of these
announcements. We have been advised that funding for these projects is committed in the 2013 -14 Federal Government Budget.

Other NQS priorities put to the Commonwealth Government earlier this year included the Bruce Highway, the Hann Highway and a
Northern Queensland Infrastructure Plan. We are delighted that both major political parties have since committed funding to t he
Bruce Highway and a focus on infrastructure planning in Northern Australia.

We have also welcomed RDAF funding of $500, 000 to McKinlay Shireds spar
that our RDA Committee shortlisted and recommended in July. Funding of $500,000 has been committed to the Burdekin Shire
Council and PCYC for their Community Redevelopment project and $5 million has been committed to The Salvation Army for a new

Multi - Purpose Centre in Townsville. We have been advised that all of these projects are funded in the 2013 -14 Federal Budget.

In closing | would like to take this opportunity to thank our retiring Committee member Cr Tracy Forshaw. Tracy lives in Greg ory and

has travelled extensively to attend local community consultations and RDA meetings over the past two years. We have really va lued
and appreciated Tracyds input into the devel opment of our Regionahg Ro

Tracy and sending her our best wishes.

Across Queensland, construction of the fibre network has commenced for more than 177,500 premises”. In addition, the fibre al-
ready passes 39,800 homes and businesses in areas such as Toowoomba, Aspley, Goodna and Townsville, with Cairns and Mackay
to switch on soon.

NBN fibre construction is planned to commence or be complete for 934,300 Queensland premises by mid -2016". The entire NBN
rollout is due to be completed by 2021.

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2013 Commonwealth Home and Community Care Funding
Round

The Commonwealth Home and Community Care (HACC)
Program provides funding for basic maintenance, care and
support services for older people and their carers, who live in
the community and whose capacity for independent living is at
risk, or who are at risk of premature or inappropriate admission

to long term residential care. Older people are people aged 65
years and over and Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people
aged 50 years and over.

The Department of Health and Ageing is seeking applications
from organisations to enhance, expand or establish new service
delivery under the Commonwealth HACC Program. The grant
application round is now open, with $281.2 million available for
provision of services in early 2014 until 30 June 2015.

Organisations interested in applying for funding must address
the assessment criteria in the format outlined in the application
form.

Round 5 Rural Health Continuing Education Stream Two
Grants

The Rural Health Continuing Education Grants sub -program
Stream Two (RHCE2) is one of a number of Australian
Government measures to support health professionals in rural

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Small Grants for Small Rural Communities

The Small Grants for Small Rural Communities is a collaborative
program supported by various partners. It is the longest
running and broadest program offered by the Foundation for
Rural and Regional Renewal (FRRR). The program is open twice
a year, and closes at the end of March and September.

The program will offer up to $400,000 per round in grants up
to $5,000 for projects and activities that offer clear public
benefit for communities, with populations of 10,000 or less,

living in small rural and remote locations in Australia,
contributing to their development in social and community
welfare, economic, environmental, health, education or cultural

areas.

Applications are invited from not -for - profit, incorporated
community organisations. Organisations should have an ABN or
Incorporation Certificate and projects must be for a charitable
purpose (benefit the whole community). Deductable Gift
Recipient status (DGR) is not required for this grant program.

While the criteria for this program is broad, FRRR cannot fund
operational and administration costs, travel or accommodation.
Please note also, that the encouragement or advancement of
sport, recreation and social activities is not considered a
charitable activity by the Australian Taxation Office. Applications
from sporting organisations need to clearly demonstrate a
benefit to the wider community. If you are unsure if your
project is eligible please contact the office to discuss the idea.
